Firstly, I would like to introduce myself as the new Chairman of Ditton Parish
Council. I have been on the Council over a period of time and have served on
all of the Council committees. For the past four years I have been the Vice
Chairman and for the last two years I have been the Chair of the Planning
committee. I thank my fellow Councillors for electing me into this role. I rel-
ish the challenge of working with my colleagues to serve you, the residents of
Ditton in the new Council year.

Secondly I would like to personally thank John Lover who has served the Par-
ish Council as Chair for the past four years. As you will agree, the last four
years with the COVID outbreak have meant we have all had to adapt to the
challenges that occurred. John handled the role as Chair with great character.
John has decided to step down from the Council and we thank him for his
hard work as a Councillor over the past nine years.

The Council did not require an election in May as there were insufficient can-
didates which resulted in five vacancies. We are delighted that James and
Lisa Cox joined as Councillors at the start of the new council year in May and
Dan Markham and Adrian Waters joined us in July. We do still have two va-
cancies on the council - if you are interested in contributing to your communi-
ty as part of the council, please contact the Clerk who can explain how you
can join.

We have already seen many events and challenges occur in 2023 already.
The first was the successful and very popular community concert which took
place on 3™ June. Many families joined in the fun as a variety of acts enter-
tained on a very pleasant afternoon. I would like to thank Ian Riches and all
of the Parish Council staff who made the event the best to date.

The elections for Borough Councillors took place following a boundary review
which meant the Borough Councillors serve Aylesford South and Ditton. Rob-
ert Cannon, Steve Hammond and Colin Williams were elected to be your Ton-
bridge and Malling Borough Council representatives. We wish them well over
the coming electoral term.

We have recently said goodbye to Brad Rose who has been working as part
of the open spaces team. Brad made a tremendous contribution to the village
and will be missed.

Finally the Council has been working hard getting ready for the proposed
1600 house development between Hermitage Lane in Aylesford / Barming
and Kiln Barn Road in Ditton. The Council has already had one public meeting
to discuss the consultation phase and is building the evidence to challenge
the application when it goes in (expected later this year).

We have been able to fully open
all the facilities at the Community Centre for business as usual and we have welcomed
back our regular hirers and look forward to welcoming newcomers.

Whose Truth ?

Recently the report on ' Partygate ' landed and predictably that seems to all the
media are interested in.

The days of the Covid lockdowns and restrictions are mercifully fast fading but for
many people it is still very that those who make the rules for us ( Parliament )
stick to the rules - especially if you are the Prime Minister! This is not an article
about Boris Johnson, rather how all of us relate to the truth - or what we think of
as true . We hear a lot today about people speaking 'their truth' as if a subjective
interpretation of an event matters more than how things actually are, and how
someone feels about the world is more important than how the world actually is.
No doubt this is affecting our politics more and more - and many worry that we
are moving towards the situation in the USA.

Yes we do expect more from our leaders but we have to be careful that we do not
too easily occupy the moral high ground . We all lie : To the tax officer
(expenses?) , to the Doctor (only a couple of glasses a week Doc), to the Police
(what speed limit?). So people lie in politics, sport, the media and no one is sur-
prised anymore. Maybe we add to the story - or leave something out? We tell the
story to make ourselves look good- we spin the story.

Do we treat words and speech in our society too lightly? Are we too cavalier with
the truth? We need to be truthful in what we say for the health of our society, for
our relationships and for ourselves. Like many | hate going to the dentist but the
last thing | want when | get there is to be told all is well with my teeth when ['ve
actually got a rotten cavity that needs to be filled! It certainly is not kind of my
dentist to hide this truth from me!

The Bible repeatedly compares truth and falsehood with light and darkness. Truth
really does matter and the gospel accounts record how truth matters to Jesus. St
John tells us that when we encounter Jesus we meet someone full of ' grace and
truth'. When we come to him there is no deceit, there is no spin. He speaks truth,
not only that He is the truth.

Where we continually fall short and fail, he is true. His advice is simply "Let what
you say be simply 'Yes' or 'No'. No spin , no obfuscation, just 'yes' or 'no'. You
know where you are and with that is found the most precious and vital foundation
of all human relationships - trust.

St Peter’s Church: Who’s who and what do we do?

The Rector of St Peter’'s Church is a well-known figure in the local community
and a regular contributor to the Ditton Gazette, but how much do you know about
the roles of other office holders within the Church? In the first of what we hope
will be a series of interviews featured in the Ditton Gazette, we are introducing
Mrs Ruth Campbell in her role as Parish Safeguarding Officer or PSO.

“W W Ruth, what is meant by safequarding?

? Safeguarding is any action that is taken to promote health, well-
i being and human rights of individuals. It allows people, espe-
B8 cially children, young people and vulnerable adults, to live free
Ml from abuse, harm and neglect.

OK, so what does a Parish Safequarding Officer or PSO
& do?

The PSO takes a lead role in fostering inclusiveness and promot-
ing a safer Church where everyone can thrive and grow. The PSO has an overview
of all church activities involving children, young people and vulnerable adults and
works to ensure the local implementation of the Church of England’s safeguard-
ing policy and the latest safeguarding guidance.

So, is the PSO responsible for all safequarding work in the Church?
Absolutely not! Safeguarding is everyone’s responsibility. It is at the heart of our
Christian faith and each of us has a responsibility to maintain a safe environment
for all in the Church family and the wider community.

How is safequarding promoted in the Church?

There are lots of ways we promote safeguarding in the Church, but here are
some of the key things we do. We make good use of the excellent training, poli-
cies, guidance and resources provided by the Church of England National Safe-
guarding Team. All those who serve in positions of responsibility in the Church,
whether paid or voluntary, are appointed using safer recruitment practices. They
must also undertake regular safeguarding training, so they are equipped to en-
gage positively with the protection of children, young people and vulnerable
adults in both a practical and theologically informed way. You'll find safeguarding
information and materials displayed in each of our Church buildings.

What should | do if | have a safequarding concern?

St Peter’'s Church is committed to the safeguarding, care and nurture of the chil-
dren, young people and vulnerable adults within our church community and to
encouraging an environment where all people are able to worship and pursue
their faith journey with encouragement and in safety. Please contact the PSO if
you believe there is something we could do better or you believe there may have
been a breach of safer working practices.




If you are concerned that someone you know is at risk of, or is being abused,
or presents a risk to others, please seek advice from the PSO, the Diocesan
Safeguarding Advisor (DSA) or report the matter to the Local Authority Social
Care Service using the contact information below. If there is immediate dan-
ger, call 999. Any concerns reported to the PSO or DSA or will be treated with
appropriate discretion and sensitivity.

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DITTON HERITAGE CENTRE
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THE OLD MILL HOUSE OF DITTON

The Old Mill House at Ditton, by Aylesford, in the County of Kent, is old. This sounds
obvious, yet it is necessary at the very beginning of an historical enquiry to separate out

the genuine old from the “would-be-old.” It is not merely playfully ancient like Ye Old
Petrolle Pumpe by Ye Tudor Cotte, which knew not the Tudors and is a veritable upstart
in comparison with the aforementioned Pumpe. The Pumpe at least has a venerable line-
age of a few years. We know then that in this spot men were digging, and we deduce
that at such a place the purpose of their digging was to control a stream and so we can
look for a water-wheel. Just a small piece about the Old Mill House that is part of the
very large collection of Documents, Photographs and Artefacts that we put together here
at the Ditton Heritage Centre. Why not find out more about the Old Houses of Ditton
or even your very own family history by visiting us in New Road.

RESPONSIBLE DOGS OWNERSHIP

Ditton has a great many dog walkers of whom
the majority ensure their dogs do not run out of
control whilst on the recreation grounds and
wouldn't dream of not clearing up after their
dogs foul. Unfortunately the minority who do
not clear up after their dogs and those that do
allow their dogs to roam out of control is of
concern to the Parish Council and something

OPENmG HOURS that we receive many complaints from resi-
dents about. The Parish Council’s Byelaws
state that dogs should be under control when

MONDAV THURSDAY on Parish land. The Council therefore asks all
Y dog owners to be mindful of other users of the

recreation grounds and open spaces and to
keep your dog under control and not allow

them to interfere with other peoples enjoyment
of the open spaces.

The Council would also remind dog owners that
it is an offence to not clean up after your dog if
it fouls in a public place, and you could incur a
fine of up to £80. Not only is dog fouling very
unpleasant there is the risk of contracting Tox-
ocariasis. This very unpleasant infection most
commonly affects children.
