TM21/02719/OAEA – Development site Broadwater Farm , Ashton Way, West Malling
Outline Application: erection of up to 900 homes, land for a medical centre, primary and secondary school, associated open space and green infrastructure

Cllr Newman requested it be minuted that Borough Green has objected and suggested a new proposed location for the proposed Moto Services to access out onto the M2 Bluebell hill. Administrative Assistant to contact our Borough councillors and seek further information.  
RESOLVED	This council objects to this application and supports objections raised by East Malling & Larkfield, West Malling & Kingshill Parish Councils. In particular effect on roads & lack of infrastructure.

1. This development will lead to yet further unacceptable loss of high grade agricultural land. Recent permissions on farmed land have been given at Forty Acres, Parkside East Malling, Ditton Edge, White post Field and the Pea Field at Barming.
2. The proposed development will rely on resources in neighbouring areas which are already overstretched.
3. The application states ‘Land for a medical centre, primary & secondary school. Clarification is required as to whether these will actually be built, how large they will be and whether the local education authority can afford to open and run these.

It was also NOTED that K Sports site is up for sale.
